This wide range of general studies has allowed the students to acquire general knowledge that will help them decide their professional inclination and to develop professional skills in the specific areas of knowledge.

These activities point out a difference with U.S. universities where there is an enormous catalog of subjects included in the General Education program. The student selects with the aid of a tutor the subjects that will help him comply with the general education requirements to graduate, so he can later on look for a specialization area and start to work.

Due to the emphasis of the medium higher education in Mexico, the university degree programs have a more professional nature because they prepare the students during 4 years to be ready to work directly in his career.

2.     General Objective of the General Education Program
The General Education Program promotes the development of general knowledge skills so that the CETYS University student obtains a solid learning basis in areas of general context that can apply as an individual and a professional in his daily life. In addition, they can help him comply with all the requirements of the grade he selected to study.

2.1 Specific Objectives of the General Education program.

4.  Learn to observe human behavior in different cultures and to apply their general education knowledge adapting their abilities to the general context of knowledge. 

5.  Prove that the General Education subjects have created a solid foundation of knowledge, skills, and of analytical thinking that will aid their personal and professional development in their social context as well as their professional one.

6.  Learn, develop, and apply the use of information technology as a learning instrument, and as a support for improving his work as an individual and as a professional.

7. It is expected that the General Education program give the students a basis of knowledge and skill developments that can allow them in a certain moment to confront special circumstances in their personal and professional lives using the acquired knowledge as a professional added resource.

8.  Demonstrate that the general education subjects have contributed to the strengthening of an ethical and moral stance, and guiding him to behave in a human way in a social environment.

4. The operational effectiveness of the General Education program
_____________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________
There is a matrix in medium higher education where the operational effectiveness of the General Education program is applied on each one of the programs, and it is attached to the catalog of subjects.

This general education program is an integrated package that includes the subjects of the bachelor’s degree and the general education subjects. The latter ones are directed to foster the development of personal skills and to equip the students with the general basic knowledge to continue with their university studies in every area of specialization.

Additionally to this support to the medium higher education, CETYS University offers an institutional General Education program that includes 11 subjects that are grouped together called “CETYS hallmark subjects” that have to be taken in a compulsory way by all the students that study bachelor’s degree academic programs.

In the Mexican federation of higher education of private institutions (its acronym in Spanish is FIMPES) that is part of the national educational system there is a compulsory standard that says that all the bachelor’s degree study plans must have at least 20% of the subjects belonging to the general education area.

In CETYS University, we have 11 subjects that equal in credits to 24.4% of the total credits of a bachelor’s degree program in the general education area.

These subjects constitute the nucleus or the compulsory subjects to all the bachelor’s degrees and are grouped by area in the following way:

4.2 Graduation Requirements
The General Education program consists in complying with a minimum of 80 credits from 328 credits that the bachelor’s degree have.

Each one of the subjects consists of four hours of physical work per week, and its value is 8 credits. This criterion is standardized and it applies to all kinds of bachelor’s degree subjects. In total, each academic program (degree) consists of 42 subjects, 8 semesters, and 328 credits.

5.    Evaluation Criteria and Institutional Improvement

As an integral part of the study plans, the general education subjects are evaluated at the end of each semester. For this, the opinion of all the teachers that taught the classes during that period is taken into account as well as the opinion of the students captured through TCES (Teacher Compensation Evaluation System). The instruments evaluate both the contents as well as the way the teacher works.

A Committee made of a professor that is a specialist in the topic of institutional evaluation, the academic schools, the Academic Directors of each campus, and the academic staff of the President’s office, periodically verifies the Evaluation system and the criteria that are made of. In the specific case of the general education subjects, the Social Sciences and Humanities area of the 3 campuses get involved. According to the results that come out of the instruments, this area is in charge of making the modifications to the general education section.

The Committee gets together once per month.

6. The General Education Structure

The Structure of the General Education Area as a part of the general program that fosters humanism and values is organized in 3 areas that include the Humanism Fostering Committee, the Faculty Advisors, and the Cultural Diffusion Department of the 3 campuses.

6.1   GENERAL EDUCATION COMMITTEE:

The functions of the General Education Committee are the following:

a. To define the subjects that integrates the general education program and its content.

b. To try to get experts to participate in conferences for the students to achieve better learning results.

c. To design the contents, the learning activities, and the way to evaluate each one of the subjects.

d. To get together every six months to establish operational effectiveness and evaluation criteria.

e. To participate in making the fostering manual for the CETYS University value system (evidence: manual)
